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Read through the script once. Answer the following questions. If there are certain images that you think of as you’re reading, write down notes for possible images directly on the draft. 
1. Is there an intro to the digital essay? If so, does it catch the reader’s attention? Does it fit within the overall focus of the essay? How could the intro be improved?  
2. What do you take the main point of this draft? Is it clear? If not, how might it be improved?  
3. What, specifically, interested you about the draft?  
4. Is there any element they should expand on or take more time explaining?  
5. What do you suggest as the single most important revision your peer could make?  
Once you have finished answering the questions above, take turns reading your script out loud. 
1. Circle anything that sounds too formal (for example, when we speak we use contractions; mark any places where the text could be changed to contractions).  
2. Are there places where a natural break (a pause) in the essay should occur? Put a vertical slash to suggest a break.  
3. Does the ending provide a conclusion?  
4. Are there any images that come to mind that you didn’t note earlier?  
5. Write any additional comments on the back of the draft, or on the back of the peer review worksheet.  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
